s Each year in the U.S., an estimated 1.5 million
people sustain a traumatic brain injury (TBI),
which is eight times the number of people
diagnosed with breast cancer and 34 times the
number of new cases of HIV/AIDS.

sz The leading causes of traumatic brain injuries
are motor vehicle crashes, falls and firearms.

3¢ At least 5.3 million Americans — 2% of the
U.S. population — currently live with disabilities
resulting from a TBI.

sz In Arizona, violence is the second leading
cause of brain injuries in infants, adolescents
and young adults.

s Males are twice as likely as females to sustain
a TBI.
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
